cancel the Registration Certificate for such period as it thinks fit cither wholly or in respect of some of the

cosmetics to which it relates:

Provided that a persen who is agprieved by the order passed by the licensing authority under this mle may, within

thirly days of the receipt of the order, appeal to the Central Government and the Central Government may after |
such enquiry into the matter as it considers necessary and after giving the said appellant an opportunity fur

30 days, in writing, in the event of any change in manufachring process, or in packaging, or in labelling or in
testing, or in documentation of any of the cosmetic perlaining to this Registration Certihicals.

In such cases, where there shallt be any major change/inodilication in manulacturing, or in processing or in lesting,
or in documentation as the case may be, al the discretion of the licensing autherity, the manufacturer or hix
