The following communication, dated 2 May 2019, is being circulated at the request of the delegation of Canada.

Regulations Amending the Food and Drug Regulations (Beer)
The Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) has published the final Regulations Amending the Food and Drug Regulations (Beer) on 1 May 2019. The amendments modernize the beer compositional standard to better reflect marketplace realities and allow for product innovation. They also remove duplication with the standard for ale, stout, porter and malt liquor, and provide clarity of what constitutes standardized beer. These regulations were previously notified in G/TBT/N/CAN/427 (10 October 2014), G/TBT/N/CAN/427/Rev.1 (22 June 2017), and G/TBT/N/CAN/427/Rev.2 (19 June 2018).
The regulatory changes to the Food and Drug Regulations include:
· allowing yeast or mixtures of yeast and other micro-organisms for fermentation;
· removing the requirement relating to the aroma, taste and character of beer;
· adding a 4 percent residual sugar limit in the final product;
· removing the listing of permitted food additives within the standard to rely on Health Canada's Lists of Permitted Food Additives;
· removing  the listing of processing aids for consistency with other compositional standards;
· clarifying the term "carbohydrate" with examples;
· clarifying the allowance for herbs and spices;
· allowing the use of flavouring preparations with a mandatory labelling statement;
· repealing the standard for ale, stout, porter and malt liquor; and
· removing the labelling exemptions for beer from the mandatory labelling declaration of food allergens, gluten sources and added sulphites.
Canadian and international stakeholders have until 13 December 2022 inclusively to continue using current requirements, providing sufficient time to adapt to these regulatory changes and make necessary labelling and formulation changes. This transitional period is given to better align with future labelling amendments and respond to industry comments.
