	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: Following the adoption of the new organic Regulation, which will enter into application on 1 January 2022, the Commission may recognise control authorities and control bodies that are competent to carry out controls of imported organic products and to issue organic certificates in third countries. Building on the Commission's experience with the supervision of control authorities and control bodies operating in third countries and with a view to ensuring the robustness of controls performed by control authorities and control bodies and guaranteeing the integrity of organic products imported from third countries, it is necessary to reinforce the capacity of control authorities and control bodies to carry out effective controls, especially as regards inspection and sampling, on operators producing organic products in third countries. In order to achieve these objectives, and in the interest of transparency, additional criteria for the recognition or the withdrawal of control authorities and control bodies should be laid down; Other
