TITLE: No Significant Risk Levels Section 25704 Exposures to Listed Chemicals in Coffee Posing No Significant Risk
AGENCY: California Environmental Protection Agency, Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment (OEHHA)
ACTION: Rule Adoption
SUMMARY:  On 3 June 2019, the State of California’s Office of Administrative Law approved the adoption of Title 27, California Code of Regulations, section 25704, Exposures to Listed Chemicals in Coffee Posing No Significant Risk. The regulation will be effective on 1 October 2019.  Section 25704 states, “Exposures to chemicals in coffee, listed on or before 15 March 2019 as known to the state to cause cancer, that are created by and inherent in the processes of roasting coffee beans or brewing coffee do not pose a significant risk of cancer.”
