TITLE: Safety Standard for Stationary Activity Centers
AGENCY: Consumer Product Safety Commission
ACTION: Final rule
SUMMARY: The Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act of 2008 (CPSIA) requires the United States Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) to adopt safety standards for durable infant or toddler products. To comply with the CPSIA, the Commission is issuing a safety standard for stationary activity centers (SACs). This rule incorporates by reference ASTM F2012-18e1, Standard Consumer Safety Performance Specification for Stationary Activity Centers (ASTM F2012- 18e1). This rule also amends the regulations for third party conformity assessment bodies to include the safety standard for SACs in the list of notices of requirements (NORs).
DATES: The rule will become effective on 18 December 2019. The incorporation by reference of the publication listed in this rule is approved by the Director of the Federal Register as of 18 December 2019.
